AWA launches Traineeship
Making it easier for younger people to own their own business
Sydney, Australia (09 11 2007) – AWA Limited, announced today that it  has established an ‘AWA Traineeship’ programme designed to assist young talented people with an interest in technology who want to eventually own their own business.

In January 2007, AWA launched its franchising network to address growing convergent technology demands from home and small business customers. “Trainees will be paid a wage and after a suitable period put into a company owned franchise territory under AWA’s supervision. Any profits they generate running that business will be credited  towards acquiring that franchise at the end of the traineeship”

“A Traineeship will run between 15 and 18 months and give participants both practical  experience with constant mentoring, and the opportunity to turn hard work in building a franchise territory into their own business”

“From AWA’s perspective this an opportunity to tap into a new pool of potential recruits and also an opportunity to put something back in a practical sense into the training and development of young people within the industry.”
